Since last yearôs subcommittee report, the grants structure has again been adjusted to 

simplify the process and to work with a focus to attempt to make a 60%/40% split 

between Club grants and Personal grants.  

Equipment, development and events grants are now under one banner of Club grants 

and are eligible for to apply for grant up to a maximum of £400 and personal development 

grants are applications of up to £200.  This lowering of the limits will allow the money we 

are granted to go further across Perth and Kinross but still with the purpose of enabling 

athletes and clubs attain higher standards and assist them with travel expenses to 

participate in higher level competition.  

All grants awarded are agreed by the Executive Committee of the Sport Council following 

the recommendation by th e Grants Sub Committee. Since April 2018 the Committee has 

awarded £10,742 through to the last meeting on May 2 nd, 2019 over a total of 48 awards,

covering a wide range of sports, ages and from all over the county. This broke down into 

£5,470 in personal development grants and £5,272 in Club grants. This was a split of 

51% Personal to 49% Club, a 3% move towards Clubs. Of the personal Grants the split 

was 67%/33% female to male.  

We would not be able to do this without the continued support of Perth and Kinr oss 

Council to whom we are eternally grateful as well as all the Live Active Leisure for their 

administrative help and assistance over the year. We will continue support our athletes 

and clubs in Perth and Kinross provided, we have funding in place. 

I woul d like to thank Grants Chairperson Billy Folan and all the members of the Sports

Perth and Kinross Sports Awards  2018  

 

Perth & Kinrossô Sporting stars were hailed at the 2018 P&K Sports Awards at a 
ceremony where Olympic Swimmer Stephen Milne was named the Sports Personality of 
the Year. The awards, sponsored by Thorntons and run in partnership by Live Active 
Leisure and P&K Sports Council were held on Friday 8th March at the Dewars Centre, 
Perth. 

Milne, had an outstanding 2018 starting the year with a Bronze and Gold at the British 
Championships, followed by two medals at the Gold Coast Commonwealth Games in 
April. Selection for the European Games in Glasgow saw more success winning Gold as 
part of the 4 x 200m relay and a bronze in the mixed equivalent. The swimmer was one 
of 3 finalists and saw off competition from fellow Commonwealth Games swimmer, 
Scott McLay and World Junior Silver medallist, Curler, Robin Brydone. 

The eveningôs host was Sports Journalist and Broadcaster, Jim Spence who introduced 
Provost Dennis Melloy to formally open the awards before moving into the main 
presentations which included 12 category awards as well as certificates being awarded 
to 10 local Sports Clubs who achieved their GOLD PACES accreditation as part of the 
P&K Club excellence scheme. 

The guest speaker for the evening was one of Scotlandôs most accomplished 
international athletes, Eilidh Doyle. Eilidh, with an overall tally of 17 major international 
podium places, the latest ï a silver won the weekend before at the European Indoor 
Championships received a standing ovation from the 140 guests in attendance following 
her passionate, insightful and inspiring speech.
